Reporting to Parents 2007/8
Guidance for Teachers
Attainment Section
· Levels must be assigned for all curricular areas

· The Level recorded on the report must be the one achieved – not the one he/she is working towards
· The Progress code should give the parent an indication of how far the child has reached in working towards the next Level

Pupil Section
· This section should be completed by the pupil with appropriate support

· A simple structure such as ‘two stars and a wish’ should be agreed

· The pupil may comment using the following: stems: ‘I can . . . I have . . .’

· The pupil should write about things that he or she considers important in his or her learning this session – these may or may not relate to class work

· It is recommended that the pupil completes the section as part of PSE after discussion with classmates and/or the teacher

Teacher Section
· The teacher should use this section to comment only about particular aspects of attainment and/or about the pupil’s self-evaluation
· The teacher should consider adopting a ‘two stars and a wish’ approach to comments (the ‘wish’ being a ‘next step’)
· The teacher should avoid duplicating information to be recorded in the four capacities section (especially under ‘Successful Learner’)
Four Capacities Section

· The teacher should comment about progress in each of the four capacities

· The teacher may consider adopting a ‘two stars and a wish’ approach to comments

· The teacher may wish to comment using the following stems:

‘______ shows . . . ______ is able to . . .’
· The teacher should select from the bank below appropriate areas for comment
