Donald has progressed very well in Maths.  He shows a good grasp of number and measurement and can apply his skills in problem solving.

He is a fluent reader and understands quite difficult texts very well indeed.  His writing has improved over the session and is particularly strong in reporting.
Donald contributes well in group work and is improving in presentations to the class but he still lacks confidence. He should develop this by taking on more often the role of group reporter.
He has a real love of sports and activity of all kinds and shows special talent in shinty and football.  He should try out a greater range of sports next year at the Academy.  His investigative skills in Science are developing well and he enjoys challenges in Technology.
Donald’s self evaluation is very accurate and shows a developing maturity as demonstrated by his comments about his work in the rights of the child.  He is a thoughtful school citizen who has made a real contribution to the Pupil Council.  He is popular with his classmates and a good friend to many in his class and to younger pupils.  He should move on to the High School with confidence.  I am sure he will do well there.
