Exchanging Names

· Teacher states / asks  “Is mise ..”

       “Dè an t-ainm                    

         a th’ ort?”

· Make a circle and pass softball / beanbag

· Make a circle and begin by saying “Is mise … agus thusa?”

              Repeat round circle                      

              until all have a turn.

· PE game – line up 2 teams. Child at the front turns to the person behind and says “Is mise…agus thusa?” Repeat until child at the back runs to the head of the line and repeats the whole process. The winning team has all back in the original order first.

· Guess who?  Children stand in a circle - one on the  outside with back to the group. A child from the circle, in a disguised voice, says “Is mise Tony Blair” The child then tries to guess who spoke. Child who spoke then takes their place and the game is repeated.

· “Dè an t-ainm a th’ ort?” (Eisd is Seinn)

Asking / telling where you live

· Tha mise a’ fuireach ann am Port Rìgh /   ann an Inbhir Nis.

· Càite bheil thu[sa]             a’ fuireach?

· Introduce using the same / similar strategies to the above

· Play circle / team game
Asking and giving your age
· Teacher asks “Dè an aois a tha thu?”

· Child responds with “Tha mi …. bliadhna a dh’aois.”

· Consolidate using circle / team activities

Numbers to 20 – to enable teaching of ages

· Point to a number on the grid

· Hold up the number card (teacher or child will say the number)

· Number dictation / bingo / lotto

· Play dominoes saying the numbers in Gaelic

Teacher draws 2 circles on the board, writing a selection of numbers between 1 to 20 in each. (The same in both circles) Make 2 teams, call out a number in Gaelic, child from each team crosses out the number called. One point for your team if correct, one point away if wrong number is crossed out         [encourages care!].
