	Aims of the project

FOCUS: QUESTIONING

· to involve and engage all pupils

· to raise attainment by improving the quality of girls’ answers and by improving the quantity of boys’ answers

· to check level of understanding



	


	How the project worked out

· Pupils studying novel Buddy by Nigel Hinton

· Pupils asked to think about their expectations of the novel by analysing front cover

· Pupils worked in single-sex pairs, noting down five expectations about the characters within definite time limit

· Individual pupils in class asked – in quick succession - by teacher to mention to class one expectation

· As they were expressed, expectations scattered on whiteboard by two pupils: a girl, writing  girls’ answers in one colour and a boy writing boys’ answers in different colour


	Evidence

· Traffic Lighting exercise indicated that the majority of boys had met their target of five expectations 

· Answers on whiteboard indicated the quality of girls’ responses 

· All pupils were engaged and enjoyed the task

· Level of understanding was high


	Other observations / Recommendations for future developments

· This strategy is simple and effective in terms of formative assessment  and can easily be slotted into many learning/teaching situations
