	Aims of the project
· To promote science learning using experience from outside agency – Satrosphere

	How the project worked out
A very successful 2 days. Satrosphere delivered a ‘Make and Take’ workshop to P1-P6 pupils in Badcaul Primary where the children were involved in kite making, hovercraft making, colour spinners and fossil making. The children then flew their kites and raced their hovercrafts discussing problems and strategies together. The evening provided an exhibition and Bubble Show for both children and adults. We had a good turnout of parents and pupils from both Primary and Secondary schools.

Pupils form Scoraig and Bualnaluib Primaries joined us on the second day for a Forces workshop and Body Show which was extremely successful with pupils interacting with each other in problem solving activities.

· Science sacks are in the process of being made up for use in Nursery and the early stages in the Primary School.

· Pupils are building confidence in discussing their findings with their peers in the classroom therefore helping to consolidate learning sharing experiences.
