	Aims of the project

· To increase self-esteem 

· To develop self-evaluation 


	How the project worked out

Project is still on-going. There are 2 parts to it. 

Part 1 - Encouraging the children to plan what they were going to do. This was to enhance their self-esteem and make them more independent. I tried different methods in different nurseries : 

· The child would draw their plans and I would scribe

· I would record the children’s plans using a small cassette

· I would scribe what they said they planned to do

Problems I found : 

· Children who drew their plans and said they were going to ‘draw a picture’ drew the picture which wasn’t really a plan
· Some children wanted to put too much detail into the plans

· Some children were too slow at drawing the plans

· Some just copied what their friend said

Part 2- Self-evaluation. What did they enjoy/not enjoy that they had planned. Why?

Most of the children were able to say what they liked best but were not really able to put into words why.

Problem:

Lots of the children did their plans, but when I spoke to them at the end of the morning they had played with something different.

	Other observations / Recommendations for future developments

Next session I will continue with project. I will still use the drawing of plans, taping and scribing but will also try making some little photo cards and the children will choose the activities from these. I will limit them to choosing 2 activities and then coming to see me when they have done them. 

Perhaps for the new 3 entrants who are just 3, I might get them to choose only one activity and try to elicit why they liked/disliked it.

Future:

A mini digital camera to take photos of the activities on offer at each centre would be helpful!

I would also like some information on mind-mapping.
