	Aims of the project

To improve the level of attainment in project folio work by peer review.


	How the project worked out

The project is going slowly but making positive progress. The first hurdle was to encourage co-operation rather than competition. It took longer than expected to generate suitable work for peer review. One round has been done and the effect is encouraging. More work has now been produced and in Aug/Sept 2004 each pupil will be encouraged to give a presentation on their folio with the associated craft work. Other pupils will make comments on specified aspects of the work which can be incorporated to improve the finished piece. The original time estimate is being extended but no additional cost is involved.


	Evidence

After the first round copies of work before and after have been kept. The improvement is visible.

Comparison with previous years work will be made in due course.




	Other observations / Recommendations for future developments

It took some time for the pupils to share their work openly with the rest of the class. Once this was overcome the class atmosphere changed and became more positive.

An element of peer review will be deliberately incorporated into this, and similar, work in the future.
