	Aims of the project

Following concerns expressed in routine monitoring report about progress and motivation of group comprising S5 Higher, S6 H repeats and S6 H from Int2, to identify strengths and needs in English coursework and negotiate individual action plans to prepare for prelims (early Feb)


	How the project worked out

Supply teacher (S MacD) took class for writing workshop while interviews carried out.  Initial responses very positive and many problems aired.  Pupils said informally that they felt more focused on what they needed to do.  Action Plans were signed by parents.  After the prelim, results were considered in relation to targets agreed in action plans, and pupils asked to complete a questionnaire on their perception of how the project had benefited them or otherwise.  Although several did not meet their targets at this stage, all except 5 found the interview had been helpful, and from the dept’s point of view, support through class and study club can now be very focused.
