	Aims of the project
· Share assessment criteria with S5/6 Higher Physics pupils
· Develop the pupils’ understanding of the Learning Outcomes for Higher Physics

· Provide pupils with and opportunity to assess each other’s explanations of the Learning Outcomes


	How the project worked out
· Project 1  - a paper-based activity that engaged the pupils in expanding on the Learning Outcomes when asked to explain or describe a particular Physics principle

· Project 2 - a “jigsaw” exercise in which each group of pupils was assigned a set of Learning Outcomes and asked to explain these to the rest of the class.  At the end of the presentations the class assessed whether each group completed their task successfully.


	Evidence
· Project 1  - The majority of responses were clear and showed a real understanding of each Learning Outcome.  Pupils were able to assess which areas they were unsure of and I was then able to prepare further sheets based on their recommendations, a very valuable exercise in self-assessment.

· Project 2 - There was an increase in pupil attention to each presentation, with pupils asking each other questions or me to further explain a topic. 



	Other observations / Recommendations for future developments
· Due to the success of these projects, I have been motivated to try other approaches such as more “target” focused review of homework and encouraging pupils to self-assess their understanding of a particular topic so that they can gain the most suitable assistance from me.
· There has been an expansion of the paper-based Project 1, with the introduction of these study skills at the start of the course and with a progressive approach to the level of assistance for each sheet.
