	Aims of the project
To start to put some of the AifL strategies in place in the classroom.
To share results and ideas with the rest of the group.




	How the project worked out
Group of single teacher school heads discussed the project and the possible areas for development.  We then spent time alone deciding which small aspect we would try to develop in our own school.

I chose to look at ‘styles of learning’.

We brainstormed the idea in class and then the children tried two questionnaires which aimed to show a preferred style.  They then took one home to try on Mum or another adult for homework.  This exercise itself was a useful one and parents and children became quite excited about it.  We use Nelson’s spelling, which involves the children learning a set of words each week ready for the unit on Friday.  Each week we are discussing a different way to learn the words and the children are trying them out and then feeding back afterwards.




	Evidence
This simple task has stimulated the children’s interest and made me more aware in presentation of tasks.




	Other observations / Recommendations for future developments
I must say that as a group we were very motivated and will undoubtedly try out more ideas from the kit.  The project gave us the luxury of time to reflect on ideas, and plan a short project.  Other areas developed were maths games – Parents’ Afternoon to introduce games to parents and then 6 week block of Maths HW sacks to follow 6 weeks of Science Sacks.

Brain Gym – that was followed by v small school with a young class and found not to be of benefit.
