	Aims of the project

To adopt a whole-school approach to AifL with the intention of having all departments implementing some aspects of formative assessment. 

Vision for Gairloch High School in relation to Assessment is for Learning

Pupils’ involvement in their own learning will be enhanced in all their learning in the school, they will come to understand and accept a fundamental change in their role as responsible learners and all will become confident that they can achieve progress in their learning by their own efforts.

Initial targets, for Year 1

1. At least some questions asked each week with ‘waiting time’ and many pupils involved in the subsequent discussion.

2. Peer or self assessment of some of the responses to at least one major assignment or summative assessment for each class.




	How the project worked out

The project was introduced in October 2004 at a whole-school inset led by N C Hulme. This is on-going and at this stage no monitoring of this aspect of learning and teaching has  been carried out.

A series of workshops have been run by N C Hulme looking at aspects of Formative Assessment – namely, questioning, peer and self assessment and feedback. This is planned to be extended into other areas of the Highland L&T Toolkit.


	Evidence

A number of departments have been involved in particular projects and it is hoped to review progress in all in the coming review phase for departmental planning.


	Other observations / Recommendations for future developments

It is intended to hold another inset in October 2005 to make further progress this long-term project.
