	· Refer to Highland Council programme of study – Early Years for suggestions of early level A activities before embarking on formal reading activities

· Introduce a variety of  Big Books – fiction and non-fiction to the whole class through ‘big’ book lessons

· Read the text to the pupils and state whether it is a story, poem, a piece of information or an instruction

· Provide whole class/trio/group opportunities for pupils to undergo before, during and after   reading activities (see support material for advice)

· Encourage an awareness of different types of texts- e.g. poems, shopping lists, short story, simple instructions, topic book 

· Display examples of above in play situations and around the classroom

· Highlight examples of  environmental print e.g. notices, posters, signs etc

· Provide a variety of different texts in class library/reading area that are changed regularly

· Provide opportunities for pupils to look at/read talking stories etc. on the computer

· Provide parents with advice on how to help pupils identify different genre in every day life

· Ensure that pupils have opportunities to read a variety of texts at home e.g. use of story bags 

· Highlight the different areas of the library e .g .poetry, encyclopaedias, story books, information texts

· Mention  terms fiction, non-fiction in categorising texts

· Set up activities for pupils to sort books into sets of  genre e.g. fiction/non-fiction

· During ‘big’ book lessons introduce and highlight the following features:

       covers, titles, contents pages, index, illustrations

· Discuss with pupils the clues which can tell you about the type of book it is e.g. index – non-fiction

· Provide activities, perhaps through trio work for pupils to identify the features for themselves and record findings (see support material)

· Display different texts on wall

· Laminate sheets of different texts e.g. posters, signs, poems, rhymes etc and use as exemplars for discussion and activities

· Familiarise the pupils with the school library system in the lower school e.g. colour coded for different genre of texts and encourage them to select and return books from the appropriate sections

· Provide a variety of  fun activities e.g.  ‘fetch me’ a specific book e.g. poetry or story; find me a book with the title…..; 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to sort books into sets of fiction/non-fiction

· Allow pupils time for supervised browsing in the library

· Highlight ‘book of the week’ identify its genre

· Highlight genre by displaying on a weekly basis, story books, poetry books, topic books

· Make links with writing activities by discussing the structure and features of a variety of written texts to help pupils identify genre e.g. a letter, a newspaper article, a poem, a script etc and highlight differences e.g.  format /layout etc. 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to write a variety of texts during writing activities after modelling their features/structure e.g. simple letter, shopping list, poem  

· Encourage the pupils to adhere to the appropriate conventions
