	Listen to and read from a variety of  texts in a range of genre with less visual markers

Begin to identify clues from first phrases in a text that will suggest fact, fiction, poetry, drama

Begin to recognise differences in likely content from titles, covers, contents page, page layout and other typographical features

Use the library to access different types of texts


	Continue to:

· Read /share a variety of  texts with pupils and ask pupils to identify the genre e.g. a story, poem, a play, a piece of information or an instruction

· Encourage pupils to use the school library system to select and return books of different genre

· Reinforce the terms fiction, non-fiction

· Make links with writing and listening and talking strands

· Ensure that pupils take home a variety of  texts 

· Through ongoing ‘big’ book lessons and other reading activities start to further categorise texts e.g. novels, anthologies, real life stories, reference books, plays etc.

· Encourage pupils to look at contextual clues: covers/illustrations/ contents page/first phrases/ sentences/page layout / front cover/back cover/ titles/index and predict genre during ‘big’ book lessons  

· Provide opportunities for trios/pairs/individuals to look at books more independently and use features mentioned above  to help them identify genre

· Get pupils to start keeping a simple personal record sheet that indicates genre of books read (this could be done electronically)

· Allow pupils time for more independent  browsing in the library

· Introduce the ‘Dewey’ system as a way of selecting appropriate books (if not used within the school perhaps arrange a  visit to a library/observe in library van)

· Give pupils a variety of texts and get them to sort them into groups justifying their selections 

· Identify a particular genre and get pupils to make a display of identified genre e.g. poetry – could be extended into  a homework activity i.e. bring in a poetry  book from home 

· Highlight ‘book of the week’ identify its genre
