Recognise different genre  from : titles, covers, contents page, page layout and other  typographical features

Recognise and understand the effect of simple stylistic and language features which indicate different genre; headings, sub-headings, layout, illustration title, titles 

Produce own writing to show simple stylistic and language features in a range of genre for different purposes

Borrow and return a library book to its appropriate section


	· Continue to draw attention to the various types of books available in the library e.g. .stories, non-fiction, encyclopaedias, poems and dramatic texts

· Introduce the term ‘novel’ as being an extended story

· Highlight the different areas of the library e.g. poetry, encyclopaedias, story books,

· Continue to make the links between reading, writing and listening and talking strands

· Read stories/provide pupils with fiction that is less supported by illustrations 

· Model/highlight through ‘big’ book/shared texts how illustrations are replaced by sections of text that:

· set the scene

· introduce characters

· show character relationships through dialogue 

· Highlight/model how dialogue in simple dramatic texts can 

inform  pupils about the characters and their feelings

· Use exemplars from ‘big’ book poems/shared poems to investigate style and highlight the differences between narrative and descriptive poems

· Give pupils an anthology of poems and get them to identify which are narrative and which are descriptive (could get pupils to make up their own poetry anthology book  for others to read)

· Continue ‘big’ book lessons and  group reading activities to help pupils identify/predict genre by :

· using contextual clues e.g. reading first sentence, reading back cover, contents page, index, glossary

· identifying features such as chapters, headings

· using typographical evidence e.g. bold type, page layout , diagrams, illustrations 

· Further categorise non-fiction texts and illustrate these through exemplars to highlight the different ways that information is presented e.g. lists, recipes, newspapers, letters etc.

· Collect a variety of above and look at their stylistic and language features e.g. select a couple of newspaper articles and look at how they are structured:

       -        they have headings, sub-headings, titles

· they have a subject

· ideas are supported by evidence

· events are in chronological order

· facts build to a conclusion

· Complete similar activities with different non-fiction genre e.g. magazines, recipe books, notes, reference book, letter etc.

·  Provide opportunities for pupils to work in reading trios/groups to investigate aspects of genre and record findings (see support material)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete homework

      activities in categorising fictional/non-fictional  texts within the 

      home e.g. books, information leaflets, instructions, catalogues

· Make links with writing activities in different genres i.e. functional and imaginative and personal (‘big’ book lessons can be used to highlight links)

· Continue to encourage pupils to borrow and return books to their appropriate place in the class/school library according to system being used

· Continue to get pupils to keep a personal reading record indicating genre
