	· Continue to organise a selection of books for discussion- fiction and non-fiction

· Continue to use ‘big’ books/shared texts to highlight and model different genre and question pupils about features

· Continue to make links with writing and listening and talking strands

· Continue to get pupils to keep a personal reading log that identifies genre  

· Provide further opportunities for pupils to use an increasing complexity of clues to  identify the genre of a range of  texts:

· openings of texts

· use of dialogue

· headings, sub-headings

· page layout, types of texts

· narrative or non-narrative language

· diagrams, illustrations

· contents page, glossary 

· formal/informal language

· reading fly cover/back of book

· Continue to link appropriate  terms to writing activities and encourage pupils to use the terms while undertaking both reading and writing activities 

· Provide opportunities/activities for pupils to make comparisons between stories, poems and dramatic texts on the same theme, discuss preferences and reasons for them – this could be done in trios/pairs/individually

· Discuss two poems/reports/stories/plays on a similar theme and ask pupils to select similar features e.g.  

· poems – narrative/descriptive 

· newspaper report – same facts/bias

· stories – plot/conclusions

· play –   show specific features e.g. dialogue/narration

· Discuss two different types of text on the same theme and ask pupils to note the differences e.g. poem and story – layout, style, language etc.

· Discuss two different poems on the same theme and comment on styles etc.

· Set a range of writing activities where pupils illustrate the structure, appropriate language and stylistic features of a variety of genre e.g. letter writing, fairy story, note-taking, instructions 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to write at some length about a variety of texts they have read, both fiction and non-fiction (this could be done electronically)

· In discussing/writing informational texts support pupils in recognising how texts deal with different types of knowledge e.g. how an account of a battle differs from a description of the life cycle of a frog etc.

· Provide opportunities for pupils to look at how information is conveyed in CD Roms/encyclopaedias/reference material

· Provide opportunities for pupils to select books by category e.g. using Dewey system, reference to library database

· In discussing texts, encourage the pupils to use the following terms to describe language – brief, elaborate, factual, descriptive etc.

Extend to Level E

· Discuss stories, and ask pupils to note the differences and classify them accordingly (this could be done in trios/pairs/groups) e.g .ghost , mystery, 

        fairy, adventure, historical, myth, legend , science fiction

· Provide opportunities for pupils to study the similarities and differences among stories, poems and dramatic texts and consider aspects such as plot, character, relationships, themes (in trios/pairs/groups)

· Discuss the categories biography, autobiography

· In looking at non-fictional texts, get pupils to identify the ways in which the text presents its knowledge e.g. compare how knowledge is presented in an encyclopaedia and on a website; compare an account of a battle with how to conduct an experiment

· Provide opportunities for pupils to look at the different ways information is conveyed on websites on the Internet

· Collect examples of junk mail and provide opportunities for pupils to:

· classify and categorise these

· discuss various categories e.g. holiday offers, supermarket offers, questionnaires etc

· ask pupils’ opinions on junk mail e.g. persuasive, intended audience etc

· Ask pupils to complete a complex reading record that includes sub- categories of texts e.g. historical, mystery, biography
