BEFORE READING, DURING READING AND AFTER READING

(The following can be used by reading groups/trios or as a format for whole class teacher led big book lessons. Teachers can select appropriate elements.) 

BEFORE : 

· Look at title/author/illustrations/pictures/headings
· Discuss the functions of above

· Discuss purpose of text

· Use above to predict what the text may be about

· Skim and scan to identify  words/phrases/characters/main events

· Investigate new words –use known word attack strategies
DURING :

· Read with expression and meaning taking account of punctuation and features

· Use  a range of  word identification strategies (appropriate to age and stage)
Teachers should take account of the following when modeling texts 

· Highlight different aspects of text – who, why, when, where, what, how? (appropriate to age and stage)

· Highlight different structures of the text - punctuation (appropriate to age and stage)

· Highlight different features of the text – contents, headlines, index, bold, italics, diagrams etc. (appropriate to age and stage)

AFTER:
· Select and talk about sequence of events

· Select and talk about main aspects of the text – time, characters, setting, events, reasons etc. (appropriate to age and stage)

· Identify the main ideas/themes/subsidiary ideas (appropriate to age and stage)

· Reflect on initial predictions

· Reflect on feelings, relationships, conclusions (fiction)

· Discuss the effectiveness of author’s craft and ideas (appropriate to age and stage)

· Discuss aspects, structures and features of texts (appropriate to age and stage)

· Involve pupils in a range of meaningful activities as reading follow ups ( see ’26 Ideas other than a worksheet’ in support material)
