BOOK REVIEWS

Writing about texts is an important aspect of both reading and writing. 

From level A pupils will be encouraged to discuss the texts they have read either sharing texts with the teacher or adult or texts they have read on their own. The processes of before, during and after reading will encourage the pupils to look at the structure, features and language used by the author in non-fiction texts. The processes in reading for information will also encourage pupils to look more closely at the information they are seeking to find and how to use the textual clues, structures and features to assist them.

The above will lead the pupils to be able to write more effectively about the texts they have read.
At level A pupils will be asked to use a simple pictorial review sheet to give a personal response to a text read. 
At level B pupils will start to use a review sheet with a  ‘framework’ to support  their response e.g. write the author, write about the main character, write about the beginning, middle and end of the story, write why you liked/disliked the book etc.
At level C review sheets can still be used as a ‘framework’ for responding to texts, but at this stage the pupils will start to use the book review planners to help plan their response before embarking on writing about texts in greater depth.

At levels D – F  review worksheets can still be used but all pupils will be given opportunities to use the planners  to write in some detail about texts, not merely complete a couple of sentences under a heading on a worksheet. This is particularly important at level E as writing about texts is the main component of level F writing .
This can be incorporated into personal writing e.g. writing a personal response to a context, responding by giving a  personal account.
