	· Continue to make the links between writing strands and activities

· Continue to use ‘big’ books as the model for discussing the features and structure of a variety of texts 

· Continue to provide a variety of different genre in the library area that is changed regularly

· Continue to provide whole class/trio/group opportunities for pupils to undertake before, during and after  reading activities (see support material for advice)

· Ask  pupils to use Text Detective Boards/ non-fiction record sheets to record their findings and evidence from the text 

· Continue to get pupils to edit and conference during  writing  activities

· Set up activities within the reading/library area where pupils have to differentiate between fiction/non-fiction texts and categorise within non-fiction  genre e.g. adventure, real life, science fiction, poetry etc

· Provide opportunities for pupils to visit libraries to see how fiction/non-fiction is categorised e.g. colour coded/Dewey system

· Provide activities where pupils have to use reference books to find information e.g. for topic work, personal project

· Ask pupils to identify texts as fiction or non-fiction justifying their choice of term (group/trio/class activities)

· Ask pupils to keep a personal reading log where they have to identify genre of texts read

· Highlight exclamation marks when reading ‘big’ books/shared texts and illustrate when they are used 

· Encourage pupils to show recognition of term when reading aloud

· Highlight  how speech marks/dialogue are represented in texts and discuss the different terms used for spoken word e.g. speech marks, inverted commas, dialogue, 66 and 99

· Discuss how dialogue is used to convey information about characters and to move a story on 

· Discuss and model examples of fiction that includes plot, main character and/or  conflict and discuss how they are  portrayed in texts (‘big’ book lessons could be used)

· Discuss the above terms as features of stories

· Provide opportunities for pupils to discuss and identify evidence of these in reading activities

·  Link above terms with writing activities

· Set homework activities where pupils have to  identify terms e.g. discuss/write about plot/main character/conflict

· Continue to consolidate on alphabetical order 1st – 3rd to assist reference skills

· Explain the purpose of the thesaurus 

· Encourage pupils to use thesaurus to find alternative words/phrases when redrafting a piece of writing or when encountering an unfamiliar word in reading

· Provide opportunities for pupils to access a variety of reference material, including encyclopaedias,  the internet, CD Roms to research information for topic work, personal projects, trio work etc.

· Read/model a variety of poetry forms/structures to make pupils aware of different features e.g. verse

· Discuss  the term verse and how some poems are broken down into more than one verse

· Discuss different types of poetry e.g. acrostic, Haiku, narrative, non-rhyming/rhyming

· Ask pupils to read out poetry  from texts or their own written poems and discuss structures and features 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read extracts from newspapers/reports and other non-fiction texts and highlight the feature of headline

· In reading fiction/non-fiction shared texts/’big’ books highlight the use of paragraphs i.e. a group of sentences about one main idea.

· Encourage pupils to include paragraphing in written work
