	· Continue to make the links with writing strands where same terms arise

· Continue to use ‘big’ books/shared texts for teaching purposes

· Continue to provide whole class/trio/group opportunities for pupils to undergo before, during and after   reading activities  (see support material for advice) 

· Make regular use of fiction ‘big’ books/shared texts  to model,  highlight and discuss terms: theme, setting, character, relationships, motives

· Focus on:

· literal and implied meanings in the text and get pupils to skim and scan for details and contextual clues

· asking pupils to identify and select the main theme, setting, events, ideas, dilemmas and conflicts

· showing how the author connects ideas and thoughts together

· discussing the physical aspects of a character and possible meanings and reasons for characters’ actions and reactions

· asking pupils to look at what the character does and says and prompt them to justify ideas from the text - is it a fact or an opinion?

· asking questions specifically related to the targets e.g. conflict, relationships, theme, character, setting, opinion 

· asking pupils about the plot – how does it illustrate the conflict or action taking place?

· Ask pupils to compare 2  or 3 texts on a similar theme e.g. fear, adventure or compare settings in 2 or 3 texts e.g. in Science fiction, historical, mystery

· Continue to make regular use of non-fiction texts in class lessons e.g. ‘big’ books, newspapers, magazines reports, accounts, recounts, internet etc. to highlight and discuss terms: fact, opinion, intentional and unintentional bias  

· Focus on:

· asking pupils to skim/scan for details and contextual clues

· structural clues e.g. layout, bold/italic type, headings etc.

· comparing 2 different examples of same genre e.g. similarities and differences of newspapers and picking out views and opinions held by authors

· drawing pupils attention to intentional/unintentional bias of these views

· discuss how views can be influenced by personal , ethical and political values,/beliefs etc.

· Highlight/discuss the terms layout, bold and italic print when looking at a variety of fiction/non-fiction texts :

Focus on:

· page layout and the messages if can convey

· bold and italic type and how it can emphasise words, phrases, feelings etc

· how do the terms impact on the reader

· how do they help convey meaning 

· Set pupils tasks to interrogate texts and use Text Detective Board/ non-fiction record sheet to record findings (see support material)
