	· Continue to make the links with Writing strands

· Continue to model examples and extracts of a variety of non-fiction/fiction texts e.g. through ‘big’ book lessons

· Continue to use the before, during and after approach to reading activities

· Set homework activities where pupils have to identify and record examples of terms e.g. similes, metaphors, prefixes etc.

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read a wide range of genre and use categories to describe the genre

· Ask pupils to categorise within fictional  texts and record on reading record sheet/log e.g. science fiction, historical, mystery

· Ask  pupils/trios to categorise within non-fictional texts e.g. reports, instructions, directions, recount, explanation, recipes 

· Encourage pupils to use syllables as a strategy to decode and encode more complex words

· Set pupils tasks of finding words with specific number of syllables and list under numbers of syllables

· Use shared texts/‘big’ books to highlight and model examples of terms root, stem, prefix and suffix

· Provide opportunities for pupils/trios to explore derivations of  words e.g. Latin, Greek, French using a dictionary and thesaurus

· Provide opportunities for pupils/trios to use dictionaries, internet, thesaurus to find associated words families from a given ‘stem’ word   e.g.  know – knowing, knowledge, known

· Display examples of ‘root’ words and associated prefixes and suffixes e.g. help – un-help-ful

· Reinforce the use of above in spelling exercises

· Provide opportunities for pupils/trios to match appropriate prefixes and suffixes to their stems e.g. using arrows etc

· Provide opportunities for groups/trios to identify the terms during and after reading activities and record findings on Text Detective Boards/non-fiction record sheets (see support material for further advice)

· Highlight and model the terms simile/metaphor while sharing texts with pupils and discuss their effectiveness e.g. use of imagery

· Teach pupils the difference between a simile and a metaphor i.e. a simile makes an explicit comparison between 2 things and a metaphor actually identifies them ( the omission of ‘like’ or ‘as’ turns a simile into a metaphor e.g. his legs were like jelly (simile); his legs turned to jelly (metaphor)

· Add a bank of examples of similes/metaphors to reading/writing wall for to refer to for reading/writing

· Ask  pupils to identify examples of similes/metaphors within texts and collect examples for ‘Good Ideas’ book/reading /writing wall 

· Ask pupils to identify similes and metaphors in texts 

· Encourage pupils to include terms in their own writing e.g. in poems and descriptive work 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to conference and edit their writing using text highlighting strategies to identify specified terms e.g. using highlighting pens/strips, underlining
