Reading: Awareness of Genre – Level F

Attainment targets:    In texts from a range of genres, demonstrate an understanding of the relationship amongst genre, purpose and audience



      Explore the possibilities of this relationship by creating their own examples;



      Either orally or in writing, make a critical evaluation of a text, taking account of the genre

	Demonstrate increasing confidence in identifying genre and its relation to purpose and audience

Identify genre and relationships in  literary and non-literary/non fiction texts

Create, individually or in groups, their own examples of texts in a variety of genres

Recognise the importance of genre in their evaluation of texts

Identify ways in which non-fictional texts present knowledge in a wide variety of texts across the curriculum 
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	Generally, in primary or secondary context, provide pupils with opportunities to extend experience at Level E, including supporting other pupils through paired reading

Highlight links with genre, purpose and audience in reading for enjoyment/ information and reading to reflect on writer’s ideas and craft

Highlight links with genre, purpose and audience in functional, imaginative and personal writing

Reinforce pupils’ understanding of how layout, word choice and style indicate genre  

Demonstrate how knowledge about language reinforces the understanding of the relationship amongst genre, purpose and audience

Make explicit or implicit reference to/ demonstrate genre in most texts presented to pupils for reading

Continue to explore genre through contrast between different authors’ writing

Expect pupils working towards Level F to work with complex texts at level 14+

Continue to require pupils to include reference to genre in their reading diary or logbook entries, giving evidence in quotation or description of style/ layout; expect pupils to express and explain their preferences in relation to genre 

Guide pupils in their personal reading programme so that they have a broad experience of literary and non-fiction genres

Encourage pupils to read extra texts in order to compare and contrast them in terms of genre and target audience; these texts can include media texts, i.e. newspapers, adverts and commercials, film and t.v.  interpretations of stories

Include questions on genre in close reading tasks, whether written or spoken, and model for pupils how to make clear, concise statements of the inter-relationships between the main concerns of the text

Ensure that pupils include questions on genre when preparing questions on texts themselves

When setting writing tasks, remind pupils that genre determines how a piece should be written and laid out

Require pupils to create written pieces in specific genres in order to develop and reinforce their confidence in identifying and recognising the influence of genre in a text

Present pupils with textual analysis activities focused on literary genres: prose narrative, drama, poetry, media

Ensure that genre is taken into account in helping pupils develop their skills in critical thinking in order to write critical essays or give spoken presentations 

When setting critical essays or spoken  presentations on literary texts, remind pupils to refer to genre as appropriate 

Set pupils tasks which require them to interpret texts and present them in a different form or genre, e.g. poem to story, story to screenplay, news report to poem, personal report to play script, etc

Highlight links with reading and writing for information by demonstrating how knowledge is presented in a variety of textbooks*

(*In the secondary context, all staff must ensure that account is taken of the school’s policy on literacy in relation to the teaching and learning of reading and writing skills within subjects) 

Make use of ICT/ Internet to demonstrate features of websites as a new text+ moving image genre
