	Generally, in primary or secondary context, provide pupils with opportunities to extend experience at Level E, including supporting other pupils through paired reading

Recognise that, while explicit teaching of knowledge about language is necessary, the development of such knowledge will permeate activities in all four modes of English Language
Ensure pupils will develop a working knowledge about language by using terms frequently in context and expecting them to do the same

Encourage pupils to understand the need for KAL terms (i.e.  a metalanguage:  the language we need to describe the language we use)

Exploit all opportunities to consolidate knowledge of terms, and highlight links with KAL in the other three modes, especially writing: e.g. by expecting pupils to describe how they have manipulated language for effect in their own writing

Make explicit the links between genre and characteristic language features, and expect pupils to be able to describe these features using appropriate KAL terminology

Plan tasks, e.g. for homework, which consolidate their understanding of terms

Plan tasks which require pupils to exercise their knowledge by using terms purposefully in written or spoken contexts

Devise tasks which allow pupils to share/ reinforce their understanding by expressing their knowledge about language to each other in their own way

Introduce/reinforce terms in appropriate contexts, e.g. poems (onomatopoeia, alliteration), film study/ debate (point of view), close reading/textual analysis (literary), language study (linguist/ic)
Add terms for Level F to any classroom display/ exemplification of terms, or word bank

Plan agenda items in group discussion activities on texts which will help pupils to consolidate their knowledge about language

Provide pupils working towards Level F with opportunities to extend their knowledge and put it to use by devising a personal study or project researching a language topic, e.g. the language of text messages, the way gender or age etc affects the way we express ourselves
