Evaluate their own performance in terms of purpose, expression, effect and awareness of audience

	Devise opportunities for pupils to extend their skills beyond Levels D/E and so promote their confidence

Exploit opportunities in other class activities for pupils to read aloud as individuals or in groups

Set up class, group and individual activities as for Levels D/E, differentiated for Level F in terms of complexity of text and quality of performance 

Activities might include:

· Paired reading at various levels

· Making tapes of stories etc for classroom use or for SfL

· Performance of text, in class or in public

· Performance of role in drama

· Storytelling 

· Speechmaking/Public speaking 

· Memorised vote of thanks

· Taped radio broadcast (for community radio?)

Documentary or story/play

· Video recorded play/screenplay/documentary

Related talk activities:

· Groups – taking roles (chair, group leader)

· Group presentation on researched topic

· Solo talk

As appropriate, make pupils aware of criteria for Standard Grade solo talk, and Intermediate 1 individual presentation or personal study spoken

Issue peer and self assessment checklists at an appropriate level to allow groups of pupils to evaluate tape or video recording of their performances or others’

Continue to be a model for pupils by reading aloud frequently as opportunities arise, and occasionally exemplifying such aspects as non-verbal communication, poise, fluency, and the markers of confidence, enjoyment and enthusiasm for them to evaluate

· Tape and video recordings of performances

· Record of conferencing with individuals as part of process

· Peer/ self assessment
