	Carry through a personal reading programme, with teacher, librarian or  peer support

Maintain a reading diary with short personal responses, comments and recommendations

Engage with and seek to be challenged by an increasingly wide range of texts and genres

Convey a sense of genuine personal response, in spoken or written form, through, or accompanied by, reference to pertinent features of a text

Make reasonably developed statements, spoken or written, about aspects of texts which have affected them

	Generally, in primary or secondary context, provide pupils with opportunities to extend experience at Level E, including supporting other pupils through paired reading

Make explicit/ teach the links with writing in different genres for various purposes, in particular to entertain
Promote an atmosphere of discovery and excitement by

· sharing with pupils what they have enjoyed

· inviting pupils to share with others what they have enjoyed

· highlighting reading for enjoyment as an activity

· providing class time for reading for enjoyment, silently or aloud

· discussing reading experiences with pupils individually or in pairs/ small groups

Require pupils to read both fiction and non-fiction texts in their personal reading programme and to be responsible for keeping a detailed log with comments

Supervise pupils’ diaries/ logs, respond positively, and offer guidance or advice regarding sources of and choices of text

Ensure pupils are aware of reading for enjoyment resources in class by displaying suitable texts and refreshing displays regularly

Ensure that classroom collections include the main literary genres, i.e. prose fiction (novels, short stories) drama, poetry, prose non fiction (e.g. travel writing, (auto)biography) 

Ensure that pupils’ own writing is included/ displayed/ made available and commended as a source of reading for enjoyment 

Provide class time for pupils to discuss reading experiences with each other

Invite pupils to recommend texts to others as appropriate and give explanation of the suitability of the text 

Encourage pupils to seek out the enjoyable reading experiences and recommendations of others out with the classroom, e.g. parents, staff, older pupils

Provide opportunities for pupils to read aloud to class or small groups “taster” passages from texts they or others have enjoyed

Require pupils to write formal reviews of a variety of texts to prepare for assessment of Writing about Texts at Level F

Encourage pupils to write reviews of texts they have enjoyed for “real” publication in school magazine, community radio, and appropriate websites, etc

Exploit (in liaison with Librarian) opportunities to invite authors into school

Liaise with public or school librarian to take advantage of local or national initiatives, e.g. National Book Week, National Poetry Day

Encourage pupils as appropriate to acquire books by participating in, or running, a book club or exchange

Participate in shadowing groups for national awards, such as the annual Carnegie Medal, by encouraging pupils to read shortlists and contribute to websites
