	In groups and individually, identify and select relevant information for a range of purposes and tasks

Organise own research;

Make constructive notes;

Take/ share responsibility for presentation

	Generally, in primary or secondary context, provide pupils with opportunities to extend experience at Level E, including supporting other pupils through paired reading

Make explicit/ teach the links with writing in different genres for various purposes, in particular to convey information, and deploy ideas

Set up units of work or define spoken or written outcomes within units of work which will allow  pupils to develop their skills in reading for information, eg –

    Personal research project

    Report writing – “reading to write”

    Researching background to text or author

    Researching text-related theme

    Argumentative/ persuasive essay

· Provide pupils with opportunities to read non-fiction texts which are sufficiently complex in content and language (Reading Age 14+)

· Provide pupils with opportunities to read sufficiently complex non-fiction texts in a range of formats, using ICT

· Exploit opportunities which present themselves across the curriculum to reinforce/ broaden pupils’ experience of reading non-fiction text, and encourage pupils generally to see other subject areas as resources

· Demonstrate reading strategies, skills and purposes through close reading of a variety of sufficiently complex non-fiction texts

· Demonstrate through the close reading of sufficiently complex non-fiction texts the varied means by which authors convey opinion, bias, tone

Revise/ refine/ reinforce pupils’ skills in:

Brainstorming/mindmapping prior knowledge;Identifying keywords for research;Locating possible sources; Pursuing sources; Skimming/ scanning sources; Selecting/ rejecting sources; Marking texts as appropriate to identify; relevant information; Note-making

Require pupils to read both fiction and non-fiction texts in their personal reading and to be responsible for keeping a detailed log
