	Locate the main points of a text by reading, skimming and scanning independently

Identify subsidiary ideas in a text independently

Make predictions by drawing on supporting evidence from a text

Infer and comment briefly upon the opinions and attitudes of a writer

Analyse, with some support, aspects of a text such as point of view/tone; character/ characterisation;  imagery; language use (word choice, syntax, layout); turning points; contrast; build-up/ climax

Describe in spoken or written form

significant aspects of a text, giving direct references as supporting evidence…

…and Comment on how appropriate these significant aspects are in relation to writer’s purpose and intended audience 

Take part in group discussion in order to build confidence in engaging with and responding to themes, ideas and techniques in texts


	Generally, in primary or secondary context, provide pupils with opportunities to extend experience at Level E, including supporting other pupils through paired reading

Make explicit links with/ activate pupils’ experience of writing in order to analyse texts in terms of purpose, audience, content and style

Continue to use before, during and after  processes for the reading of texts by individuals/ pairs/ trios and class

Exploit links with Reading for information and Reading for enjoyment at Level F

Select complex literary or non-literary texts or extracts for close reading/ textual analysis to demonstrate significant aspects (and, as a link, model them for pupils’ own writing)

Set close reading questions which require pupils to develop skills in analysing and evaluating text

Set tasks in close reading of previously unseen texts, including National Test Level F or Standard Grade General equivalents:

                   Written, under controlled conditions

                   Written, as pair/trio collaboration

                    Spoken, as group discussion with report back

Invite pupils to formulate their own questions on a text for close reading 

Provide opportunities for self/peer assessment of close reading responses

Devise within units of work activities which might explore genre characteristic: e.g.  theme/ point of view through a variety of texts by different authors; style through a series of texts by the same author

Devise within units of work activities in writing or speaking which require pupils to employ ideas and/or techniques identified in analysis of texts

Set written and spoken tasks which require pupils to use and develop skills in reflecting on writers’ ideas and craft: 

        Critical essays;  Submissions for reading websites;

        Articles for school newspaper or magazine; Group discussion     

         with agenda;  Debates

Set homework tasks which require pupils to use and develop skills in reflecting on writers’ ideas and craft, e.g.: find at home texts related to class work for “show and tell”; encourage pupils to watch movie/ t.v. spin-offs and compare with original books
