	· Ensure that pupils have acquired the necessary pre-requisite skills before embarking on a formal reading programme (see  Highland Council ‘Programme of study – Early Years  document and pre-school profiles) 

· Create a secure and comfortable atmosphere to  enhance motivation and enjoyment

· Set up stimulating and attractive reading area with a variety of  texts both fiction and non-fiction

· Provide visual stimuli to enhance the reading area and to attract pupils in to read books e.g. model to illustrate a book on houses, a doll with a message to read a certain book, a letter addressed to the pupils, instructions on a reading task

· Regularly rotate texts/themes of library area

· Illustrate and explain the purposes of reading for information, for enjoyment 

· Build in praise and opportunities for rewarding a positive attitude to reading e .g. stickers, certificates, Star Reader etc.

· Regularly read ‘big’ books to demonstrate a variety of different texts e.g. stories, poems, information books

· Introduce the concept of  before, during and after reading activities (see support material)

· Read and talk about a story/ poem/ rhyme/ information book etc. on a daily basis

· Give status to special book of the week -  this could be fiction/ non-fiction/rhyme/poem 

· Give prominence to books in all areas of the class e.g. Science books -in science corner, books as part of classroom displays, in play areas

· Provide opportunities to listen /watch videos/CD Roms on stories, rhymes etc.

· Provide opportunities for story-tellers, authors, speakers, librarians to visit the class

· Provide opportunities for pupils to obtain books from school book fairs/book clubs

· Encourage pupils to talk about books, poems, rhymes etc. they have read and make simple statements about them e.g. happy, funny, sad, scary, boring, interesting etc.

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete simple pictorial review sheets

· Set up opportunities for reading ‘buddies’ and /or paired reading with parents, older pupils, grandparents etc. (see support material for advice)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to take home story bags, home readers and Science sacks to enjoy  with parents

· Inform and support parents with information regarding how to help their children with reading at home e.g. using materials from ‘Supporting the Role of Parents’ pack/CD Rom, holding Parents Workshops, etc.

· Introduce the agreed school system for selecting books e.g. colour coded for level and category

· Ensure that pupils have regular opportunities to choose texts from the class/lower school library /literacy corner for class use

· Encourage pupils to ‘borrow’ books from the school library, library van or local library to take home

· Introduce a short ERIC time once a week

· Provide opportunities for pupils to ‘read’ (with support) their own written stories to peers during writing activities

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read own written texts to others
