	· Continue to set up stimulating and attractive reading area/literacy centre within the classroom

· Continue to create a secure and comfortable atmosphere to enhance motivation and enjoyment

· Continue to give positive feedback to pupils and reward positive attitudes to reading

· Continue to provide parents with school guidance on supporting reading at home

· Continue to regularly rotate themes of reading area and start to include texts with less pictorial support – fiction and non-fiction

· Give status to special book (fiction and non-fiction/rhyme/poem of the week)

· Continue to give prominence to books in all areas of the class 

· Continue to use visual stimuli to enhance reading area and attract pupils in e.g. posters advertising books in the library, pictures, messages from the teacher, artefacts etc.

· Highlight that reading is fun by reading a variety of short stories, poems, posters, rhymes, plays etc. on a regular basis 

· Regularly read ‘big’ books to demonstrate a variety of different texts e.g. stories, poems, information books, plays

· Provide opportunities for trios/pairs/groups to share texts

· Provide opportunities for  before, during and after reading  activities (see support material)

· Continue to make links with writing, listening and talking strands

· Provide regular opportunities for pupils to take home books (fiction/non-fiction) to read for enjoyment  

· Encourage independent, home and bedtime reading 

· Provide pupils with a format  for recording  home and school reading

· Read an extract from a story, information book, play script etc. to stimulate and motivate the pupils to read more of it (this book could be the ‘book of the week’ )

· Provide opportunities for pupils to access a listening centre to listen to  a  variety of stories, poems, plays etc (if possible have a copy/copies of book available for pupils to read as they listen to the tape)

· Provide opportunities for reading stories on the computer e.g. Talking stories, CD Roms, copies of own written stories etc.

· Provide opportunities for pupils to watch and read appropriate  TV programmes e.g. Magic Key programmes (BBC)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to access books from libraries,  book fairs etc.

· Organise guest speakers e.g. librarian, authors, story tellers

· Plan for ERIC time on a regular basis

· Read fables and other moral tales to identify the intended messages

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read their own stories/poems/short plays to  pupils e.g. primary 1, nursery, at class assemblies etc

· Make a class book of pupils’ written stories/poems/posters which can be read by others  in the class

· Ask  pupils to discuss styles of texts and begin to show preference for a particular style/writer

· Ask pupils to bring in favourite books from home and talk about them to class/groups/trios

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete book reviews on specific areas of text e.g. characters, settings, plot etc. 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete a short summary book review

· Provide opportunities for pupils to record  responses onto a tape for others to listen to 

· Display pupils written  responses for others to read e.g. in the library area
