	· Ensure constant access to a range of more complex books and texts throughout the curriculum

· Continue to give literacy a high profile within the class

· Continue to provide a range of texts for pupils to take home for enjoyment 

· Continue to highlight the links with writing strands

· Set aside a regular period of time for silent reading (ERIC)

· Encourage pupils to read an increasing range of novels

· Continue to use ‘big’ books/shared texts to model and highlight different styles of text

· Continue to provide opportunities for trios/groups/individuals to interrogate texts and provide evidence to support views

· Provide opportunities for oral/ written personal reviews of both fiction and non-fiction  texts (see review guidance)

· Assess the following aspects from previous levels:

· Have good reading for enjoyment habits been established?

· Are good library habits in place and books matched to pupil ability and interests?

· Does shared reading of favourite stories feature in the class?

· Have opinions on books read been shared?

· Has practice been given in completing book reviews?

· Have pupils had the opportunity to listen to/read a variety of poems, plays, informational texts etc.?

· Can pupils identify main characters/plot in a story?

· Can pupils identify why they have enjoyed reading non-fiction texts? 

· Read aloud a short piece of text to the class invite comments on the type of text, how it appeals, story line, plot, vocabulary used, character identification 

· Extend above to give pupils a short fictional text and ask them to comment on characterisation, plot/structure /atmosphere etc.

· Present groups/trios/individuals with a non-fiction text and a research activity and ask them to evaluate the text’s  effectiveness by looking at it’s structure (use of diagrams/illustrations/charts etc.) use of language and relevance of information 

· Teach the pupils how to construct a written response to texts:

· provide pupils with structured plan/guidelines (see support material)

· ask pupils to use plan to write a more detailed response to texts

(250+ words)

· Provide dedicated time for pupils to discuss/write opinions and personal responses on a variety of texts both in school and at home (see book review advice)

· Ask  pupils to read reviews to class/trio/group and encourage other pupils to question the reviewer on his/her opinions/statements

· Provide opportunities for discussing texts read and sharing views and opinions e.g. through setting up reading  forums, debates or ‘round robin’ questions about aspects of the texts e.g. comments on main character, setting, plot

· Expose  pupils to texts with some complexity in plot, relationships, language and structure

· Offer varied approaches to reading : reading aloud, trio/group/individual reading 

· Provide access to more detailed play scripts 

· Provide a range of  Scottish literature including poetry and prose styles) for pupils to read and  comment on

· Introduce biographical and autobiographical texts (use ‘big’ books/shared texts to discuss features and styles)

· Encourage pupils to study several poems by the same author and identify similarities in use of language and style

· Provide opportunities to discuss biographical details about various authors/poets etc. (this could be done through using search engines on the internet or looking at TV programmes such as ‘Book Box: Popular Writers’ (Channel 4)

· Encourage pupils to chose a range of non-fiction across the curriculum with more detailed textual and structural features to widen experience, taste and purposes 

· Set aside a regular period of time each week for independent ‘silent’ reading

· Encourage pupils to sample a wider choice of genre for personal reading both in school and at home

· Ensure that pupils maintain a structured personal reading record with simple evaluation key included

· Encourage study of non-fiction books related to topic/personal project using content to apply note taking /précis skills/research

· Continue to provide opportunities for pupils to read favourite extracts, poems, plays etc to an increasing range of audiences 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read their own written stories,  recounts, play scripts , poems,  to own class /other classes / whole school/local community

· Provide opportunities for self/peer evaluation of written work and sharing of ideas through conferencing

·  Offer possible opportunities to take part in a dramatic production
