	· Continue to create a comfortable atmosphere to  enhance motivation and enjoyment of reading

· Ensure constant access to a variety of books and texts

· Give literacy a high profile within the class – make links with writing strands

· Provide real purposes/contexts  for reading  e.g. for information and enjoyment 

· Continue to provide a variety of texts for pupils to take home for enjoyment 

· Set aside a regular period of time for silent reading (ERIC)

· Include a variety of Scottish literature

· Encourage novel reading (appropriate for age and ability) 

· Continue to use ‘big’ books/shared texts to model and highlight different styles of text

· Continue to provide opportunities for trios/groups/individuals to interrogate texts

· Provide opportunities for written personal reviews of both fiction and non-fiction  texts (see review guidance)

· Provide opportunities to  visit a  Library/Library van

· Arrange visits from storyteller/author/librarian

· Recommend a reading list of ten ‘top’ novels which pupils could be encouraged to read and review

· Introduce more complex texts both fiction and non-fiction

· Provide opportunities for more independent reading activities, reinforcing the known  skills of text interrogation

· Ensure that pupils regularly read both fiction and non-fiction texts at school and home for enjoyment

· Provide opportunities for more in depth studies of novels

· Provide opportunities to discuss fiction, non- fiction texts with teacher in pairs/trios/class

· Provide opportunities for a ‘platform’ for pupils to report opinions on a text to a group/class

· Provide opportunities for pupils to pursue areas of interest and complete research work on same e.g. personal project/E.S. topic – give access to a variety of texts in a variety of media e.g. reference books, internet, CD Roms, informational leaflets etc.

· Ensure pupils maintain a reading record with sub-categories of genre (include play scripts)

· Through more in-depth studies of novels in trios/groups/individually: (include a study of a Scottish novel)

· encourage pupils to give opinions of texts 

· provide opportunities for pupils to listen to taped versions of novels

· recognise that pupils’ opinions are valued in discussion

· encourage pupils to identify with characters, behaviour, reasons within the storyline

· encourage the pupils to sample other writers work and make a simple comparison with novel being studied

· provide opportunities for pupils to compare experiences in novels with own experiences

· provide opportunities for pupils to listen to Scottish taped stories 

· provide opportunities for pupils to read play scripts

· Read a variety of poems and discuss their styles – include the terms narrative/non-narrative

· Encourage pupils to read a variety of narrative poetry 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to share favourite poems with others e.g. poem of the week, top ten poems, poetry week

· Through poetry explore with pupils specific features of particular poems e.g. rhythm, verse, length

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read/listen to  examples of Scottish poetry e.g. Burns, Doric

· Provide opportunities for pupils to learn and recite a poem for performance

· Highlight the various genre of non-fiction texts within the school and encourage pupils to include these in their personal reading

· Encourage pupils to seek out non-fiction texts from local library/library van

· Encourage  pupils to discuss positive aspects of non-fiction texts

· Provide opportunities for pupils to be reading ‘buddies’ and  read to peers and younger pupils

· Provide a ‘platform’ for pupils to read their favourite story/ extract/poem/ to others e.g. at  assembly, school open day, to members of the community

· Encourage pupils to read out their own   written stories to others within and  out with the class (see above)
