	· Ensure constant access to a range of more complex books and texts throughout the curriculum

· Continue to give literacy a high profile within the class

· Continue to provide a range of texts for pupils to take home for enjoyment 

· Continue to highlight the links with writing strands

· Set aside a regular period of time for silent reading (ERIC)

· Encourage pupils to read an increasing in-depth range of novels

· Continue to use ‘big’ books/shared texts to model and highlight different styles of text

· Continue to provide opportunities for trios/groups/individuals to interrogate texts and provide evidence to support views

· Provide opportunities for pupils to discuss fables and other moral tales to identify intended message

· Provide opportunities for pupils to discuss if biographical details make author’s work more meaningful

· Provide opportunities for  the reading of Scottish prose or poetry perhaps by celebrating Burns/St. Andrew’s Day

· Ensure that that texts are more challenging and of greater length than in Level D

· Ensure that texts are matched to ability, interest levels and take account of current reading trends

· Encourage pupils to plan personal reading programmes to take account of a wide range of texts and discuss choices with pupils

· Provide opportunities for pupils to:

· debate plot, discuss characters, talk about style and structures of novels studied

· reflect on characters and their motives

· Continue to teach structures for writing reviews about texts:

· provide pupils with planning sheet/guidelines (see support material)

· ask pupils to write more detailed reviews (300+ words) 

· Continue to provide dedicated time for reviewing books both orally and in writing

· Display written reviews in library areas throughout the school

· Provide an opportunity for pupils to write a book review for a school/local newspaper

· Ask  pupils to draw up a list of recommended texts for group and class reading
