	Read  a variety of notices, signs, labels with teacher support

Read a simple non-fiction text and record  some information in ‘trios’ with adult support

	· Refer to The Highland Council ‘Programme of Study – Early Years’ for activities at the early stages of level A

· Make links between reading and writing, listening and talking

· Illustrate the link between reading and writing information e.g. if reading instructions set up writing activity in ‘writing’ area where pupils have to write instructions

· Provide opportunities for reading for information across the curriculum 

· Explain that reading has different purposes and that one of these is to find information – discuss the different genre e.g. newspapers, notices, labels, instructions, directions, CD Roms etc.

· Discuss various signs around the school and explain to pupils that they give us information: signs on doors; name tags; notices in the play areas; tote trays; etc.

· Display simple notices, labels, instructions prominently around the classroom/corridors/open areas and change them regularly

· Provide opportunities for pupils to make up own signs, labels and notices and discuss their purposes

· Draw pupils’ attention to environmental print throughout school and local area and get them to discuss the messages they are conveying e.g. .street signs,  road signs posters

· Set up interactive reading activities in the reading corner (changed regularly) where the pupils have to read for information and complete activities from non-fiction books/notices/labels etc.

· Set up play activities with notices/instructions etc and provide interactive reading activities e.g. in class shop – read the opening and closing times; how much is the can of beans?

· Develop home-school links by explaining to parents how they can support their children with reading for information

· Provide opportunities for pupils to take home non-fiction  story bags/science sacks

· Ensure that pupils take home non-fiction books to read for enjoyment as well as fiction

· Give prominence to non-fiction books/texts in all areas of the class e.g. Science books to support Science work, topic books to support E.S. work, Technology books/illustrations to support construction activities, books to support displays of work/artefacts

· Regularly change topic non-fiction books in reading corner/library 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read information from videos/TV programmes/non-fiction texts

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read information from electronic worksheets and CD Roms 

· Introduce the internet as a means of finding information  (see searching and researching skills in ICT programme)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use commercially produced material to consolidate learning e.g. worksheets, reading to complete pictures/sentences etc.

· On a fortnightly basis read a ‘big’ non-fiction book to the pupils to model contents and structures (see support material on ‘big’ book lessons) 

· Introduce the roles of a trio – recorder, checker and reporter- and explain their functions

· Introduce the following process when looking at ‘big’ non-fiction books/sharing non-fiction models with pupils:

· organise pupils into reading trios and ask them to anticipate what the book is about by looking at the title

· introduce the contents page, index and glossary as features to support the finding of information

· highlight features of non-fiction texts e.g. headings,/bold print 

· ask them to write down 3 things they know about the subject prior to reading the book with them

· read the book to the pupils and then ask trios to write down/draw  3 things they have found out after listening to the book

· ask pupils questions relating to the text  

        (see support material for advice on trios and  example

         of non-fiction record sheet)

· Provide opportunities for trios to complete follow up activities 

 using the above procedures with another non-fiction text:

· ask pupils to identify the key questions they wish to ask   in   order to find out relevant information  about a topic from a text e.g. Myself – Where do people live? How can I stay healthy?  Why are people different?

· use the contextual clues e.g. contents page, index, glossary, titles to support them to answer the questions

· ask pupils to write down the key facts 

· ask them to close text  and  make notes on what has been read and remembered (see support material)

· Discuss ‘instructional’ language/verbs e.g. ‘colour, draw, circle, write, complete, fill in’ and draw pupils attention to these when reading for information from texts and worksheets across the curriculum
