	· Continue to display a variety of notices, labels, leaflets, booklets, posters, non-fiction texts etc. around the classroom

· Ask pupils to compose their own information for peers to read e.g. class rules, instructions, directions etc.

· Ensure that individuals/groups read non-fiction books in school and take home non-fiction readers

· Continue to make links with writing, listening and talking activities

· Continue to provide opportunities for reading for information across the curriculum  

· Continue to provide a variety of interactive non-fiction reading activities in the reading/writing area

· Teach/model the following research skills:

· teach alphabetical order – 1st –2nd letter order

· demonstrate /explain  how to use a dictionary 

· how to use a contents page, index and glossary

· how to use the spine of the book

· ask  pupils to complete alphabetical exercises using dictionaries and glossaries

· introduce the thesaurus

· Explain/demonstrate how books are organised in a library (visit a library to observe if possible)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use class/ school  libraries to locate books using school system  e.g. alphabetical order and colour coded system

· Introduce  the pupils to note-taking  and teach them how to begin  making notes from texts in own words (this skill will be used for recording information on non-fiction record boards/sheets

· Support the pupils in the roles of trios – recorder, checker and reporter

· Continue to read fortnightly ‘big’ book lessons and arrange the class into ‘trios’ to find specific information:

· ask them to anticipate what the book is about by looking at the title

· introduce the contents page, index and glossary as features to support the finding of information

· highlight features of non-fiction texts e.g. headings,/bold print etc.

· get them to write down facts they know about the subject prior to reading the book with them

· support pupils to pinpoint key words and phrases   

        to  find clues and key pieces of information

· read the book to the pupils and then ask trios to write down facts they have found out after listening to the book

· ask pupils questions relating to the text

 (see support material for advice on trios,  example of non-fiction record sheet and advice on ‘big’ book lessons))

· Continue to provide opportunities for trios to complete follow up activities using the following procedures using another non-fiction text:

-        ask pupils to prepare questions they want answers to 

        ask pupils to use  the contextual clues e.g. contents page, 

        index, glossary, titles to support them find answers

· ask pupils to write down the key facts 

· ask pupils to make notes on what has been read and remembered 

· Provide an opportunity for pupils in pairs/trios to complete a simple piece of research on area of interest or aspect of topic work

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use commercially produced materials to consolidate skills in reading for information

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use above skills to read for information  across the curriculum e.g. in Science, Technology, Social Subjects, Health etc. 

· Encourage weekly use of lending library/regular use of class library

· Continue to ensure that pupils regularly take home non-fiction texts for discussion with parents

· Provide opportunities for pupils to take a walk around the school/local area to look for signs, notices, posters etc. – make pupils aware of the variety of ways that information is conveyed in the environment

· Continue to provide  opportunities for pupils to write to convey information in a variety of forms around the classroom e.g. captions for artwork, posters on Road Safety, notices for class

· Continue to use term non-fiction in describing topic, reference books

· Continue to provide opportunities for pupils to use ICT for searching and researching information (see ICT programme of study for appropriate skills)

· Continue to provide regular opportunities for pupils to read/watch  a variety of non-fiction texts through different media e.g. TV/video, electronic worksheets, internet, CD Roms 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to compare reading for information from e.g. an information book, an encyclopaedia and a website

· Introduce pupils to reading information from simple spreadsheets/databases/graphs etc. both on paper and electronically
