	Use alphabetical order as means of finding information

Continue to use the subject index in the library to aid selection of texts/books

Take notes and transfer it into own words either in  writing or orally

Skim/scan for specific information 

Identify a few obvious features of form

Undertake the roles within a trio, with less support

To find, select, compare, collate information with a degree of independence

Use elements of ICT to access information

Interpret and use information from a variety of informational texts

Discuss how information is organised and recorded in a variety of non-fiction texts eg newspaper, telephone directory, atlas, thesaurus, holiday brochures
	· Continue to make links between reading and writing through use of ‘big’ books and writing processes

· Continue to make links with listening and talking activities 

· Get pupils to compose their own information for peers to read e.g. class rules, instructions, directions etc.

· Ensure that individuals/groups read non-fiction books and take home non-fiction readers

· Continue to provide opportunities for reading for information across the curriculum

· Continue to ensure that pupils regularly take home non-fiction texts for reading with parents and enjoyment

· Continue to teach research skills:

· alphabetical order – 1st – 3rd letter order

· introduce pupils to more complex dictionaries

· ask pupils to complete alphabetical exercises using dictionaries, glossaries and indexes

· Encourage pupils to select and return school library books according to the school system

· Provide opportunities for pupils to look at and discuss the Dewey system and explain that it is a world-wide system for organising books – if possible observe in a real library context

(story about Mr Dewey in book ‘Library Alive’ A & C Black)

· Continue to teach note-taking skills (see support material for level C)

· Continue to read fortnightly ‘big’ book lessons and arrange the class into ‘trios’ to find specific information:

· ask them to anticipate what the book is about by looking at the title

· introduce the contents page, index and glossary as features to support the finding of information

· highlight features of non-fiction texts e.g. headings,/bold print etc.

· get them to write down facts they know about the subject prior to reading the book with them

· support pupils to pinpoint key words and phrases   

        to  find clues and key pieces of information

· read the book to the pupils and then ask trios to write down facts they have found out after listening to the book

· ask pupils questions relating to the text

 (see support material for advice on ‘big’ book lessons, trios etc.)

· Reinforce the roles of trios – recorder, checker and reporter

· Continue to provide opportunities for trios to complete follow up activities using the above procedures using another non-fiction texts:

-       ask pupils to identify the key questions they wish to:

· ask   in order to find out relevant information  about

        a topic from a text

· use the contextual clues e.g. contents page, index, glossary, titles to try and  answer the question

· ask pupils to write down the key facts 

· ask pupils to make notes on what has been read and remembered 

· Provide opportunities for pupils in pairs/trios/individuals to complete a simple piece of research on area of interest or aspect of topic work

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use ICT to find/research for information (see ICT programme of study) e.g.

· search a CD Rom

· use teletext to find local weather forecast etc.

· use a website to search for information

· use an e-mail /fax to request/receive information

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use an increasing variety of information texts to find information e.g.

· Atlas/ Reference books/ Encyclopaedias

· Telephone directory/Yellow Pages

· Newspapers/magazines/brochures

· Charts/diagrams/databases/spreadsheets

· Set specific tasks using the above e.g. find a plumber in Dingwall using Yellow pages; find a newspaper article and report contents to a partner etc.

· Use cross-curricular contexts for using a variety of informational texts e.g.

· Look at a weekly timetable and put the events in the correct order

· Place historical events on a timeline

· Read instructions in technology task in order to construct a model

· Interpret a graph/database/spreadsheet in maths

· Read  keys and symbols in map reading

· Provide opportunities for  pupils to discuss the differences between different types of texts e.g. compare how information is presented and organised on a website as opposed to in an encyclopaedia ; how a phone directory differs from an atlas
