	· Continue to make links between reading and writing through use of ‘big’ books and writing processes

· Continue to make links with listening and talking activities 

· Ensure that individuals/groups read non-fiction books  in school and take home non-fiction readers

·  Provide increasing  opportunities for reading for information across the curriculum

· Get pupils to keep a record sheet of books read indicating dates, titles,  genre 

· Continue to teach reading for information skills through fortnightly ‘big’ book non-fiction lessons to illustrate features e.g. diagrams, charts etc .and structures of different non-fiction genre using the procedures identified at level C ( See support materials for advice on big book lessons and trio work)

· Model/demonstrate text marking strategies to identify relevant information e.g. highlighting/underlining using acetate sheets on ‘big’ books

· Reinforce note-taking skills (see support material for level D)

· Provide regular  opportunities for pupils to use note-taking skills to extract information in activities across the curriculum

· Provide regular opportunities for pupils to use notes to write a report/summary in their own words

· Provide regular opportunities for pupils to use notes to give oral reports to groups/trios/class/others

· Provide more independent opportunities for trios to complete reading for information activities –reinforce roles of recorder, checker and reporter

· Provide increasing opportunities for pupils to research/find information independently/individually e.g. by setting individual research topics; allowing pupils to identify topics for themselves and carry out personal research (see support material on personal projects)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete aspects of above at home

· Discuss with pupils how information can be collated from a variety of sources e.g. from Internet, books, leaflets, diagrams, charts etc. 

· Provide real purposes and audiences for above activities e.g. make a leaflet about the local area, present a talk to class, personal research topic

· Provide an increasing  variety of sources for research work :

· Internet/CD Roms

· Database/spreadsheets

· Public library

· Promotional Material

· Outside agencies/organisations

· Continue to provide a variety of real life contexts for reading for information e.g. finding telephone numbers/local services, reading maps, timetables, recipes, brochures, catalogues, newspapers etc.

· Set specific tasks for above e.g. find the names, address and phone number  of local business, book a holiday for a family to include hotel, flight and a trip, use timetable to find times for a rail journey

· Provide increasing opportunities for using  ICT to find, select and collate information e.g. :

· locate information on internet using a search engine

· use bookmarks to enable easy access to useful website

· access information across a variety of media e.g. diagrams, texts, databases, graphics

        (see H.C. ICT programme – searching and researching and  

         collating and analysing)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use word processing/databases/spreadsheets/graphics to record  information from research (see H.C. ICT programme – creating and presenting)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete commercially produced materials to consolidate reading for information skills

· Continue to teach/show pupils how to use the Dewey System/school based system to identify and retrieve non-fiction texts

· Illustrate how to use a library database to find non-fiction texts (this could be done at a visit to a library)

· Consolidate work on alphabetical order up to 4th letter order using dictionaries, thesaurus, index, glossaries
