Continue to identify and select a variety of appropriate sources both within/out with school contexts e.g. Internet, e-mail, CD Rom, encyclopaedia, bibliography

Read, select and understand information in order to solve problems or carry out tasks of some complexity

Continue to  interpret more complex information from various non-fiction features eg diagrams, pictures, charts and use this information to illustrate their findings

Use an appropriate presentation for recording findings e.g. notes, diagrams, databases etc.

Independently find and retrieve texts using Dewey System and/or school retrieval  system


	· Continue to make links between reading and writing through use of ‘big’ books and writing processes

· Continue to make links with listening and talking activities 

· Ensure that individuals/groups read non-fiction books in school and take home non-fiction readers

· Continue to provide opportunities for reading for information across the curriculum

· Encourage  pupils to  read a wide range of non-fiction texts both in school and at home

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete commercially produced material to consolidate reading for information  skills

· Continue to use ‘big’ book non-fiction lessons to illustrate features and structures of different non-fiction genre using trios/small groups ( see support materials for advice on big book lessons and trio advice)

· Consolidate how to read and extract information from non-fiction texts:

           -       ask key questions

· select appropriate book

· use contents, index, glossary, bibliography

· skim/scan for key facts

· use text marking strategies

· change facts into notes 

· write up notes in own words

· Provide opportunities for pupils to pursue independent investigations on an area of choice e.g.  for more detailed information on a topic, an area of personal interest

· Encourage pupils to take notes independently from a variety of sources and  for a variety of purposes

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use notes to write a report/summary/fact file  

· Provide opportunities for pupils to use notes to retell findings orally to a specific audience e.g. peers, adults, younger pupils, assembly etc.

· Encourage pupils to use text marking strategies  e.g. highlighting, underlining, circling, asterisks when undertaking independent/trio tasks

· Support pupils in identifying and selecting a range of appropriate sources for specific purposes e.g. internet, CD Rom, e-mail, encyclopaedia etc.

· Continue to provide a wide range of sources for research work e.g. telephone directories, brochures, timetables etc. – discuss the different types of knowledge and information that is found in these

· Continue to set a range of real life contexts for reading for information using the above  e.g.:

· using the internet to find times/routes/prices of train journey;

· using a search engine to compare information

· using a catalogue to order a list of items

· locating a specific business using Yellow pages

· extracting information from a database for  problem –solving in Maths 

· Set a variety of problem-solving activities across the curriculum e.g. in maths, technology, science

· Encourage pupils to use features such as diagrams, pictures, charts to support their research and illustrate their findings 

· Provide opportunities for children to use word processing/databases/spreadsheets/graphics to present findings

· Provide opportunities for pupils  to use the Dewey System/school based system to identify and retrieve non-fiction texts

· Provide children with opportunities to use a  database to retrieve non-fiction texts (if available)
