· Provide opportunities for pupils to read stories on the computer e.g. talking stories and read books accompanied by audio recordings

· Discuss the different purposes for reading e.g. for enjoyment, information, instructions, fun

· Make links with Expressive Arts strands for responding to texts e.g. drama, art

· Use ‘big’ books to model and illustrate different types of texts and technical features to pupils

· Use ‘big’ books to provide opportunities for pupils to recognise and understand the effects of capital letters, full stops, question marks etc.

· Use before, during and after reading processes when using ‘big’ books for teaching purposes

· Introduce trio work to the pupils (see support material for advice)

· Provide opportunities for pupils/trios to discuss and identify specific aspects e.g. main ideas/events, characters, features etc

· Ask pupils to complete simple pictorial review sheets on texts read

· Provide parents with guidance on sharing texts at home
