	Select/talk about main aspects of the text e.g. characters, story setting, place, events, reasons, feelings

Recognise and understand the effects of bold and italic lettering, capital letters, full stops, question marks, exclamation marks

Offer appropriate alternatives to words with some justification

Retell a story/events in sequence

Identify with the character’s experiences, behaviour and feelings (fiction)

Recognise relationships and characterisations in texts 

Draw on own experiences when discussing texts

Listen, read and give a simple response to a variety of texts

	· Continue to develop a positive attitude to reading and motivate pupils with all reading activities

· Provide opportunities for pupils to tell others about the texts they have read both at home and in school 

· Continue to read a wide range of fiction and non-fiction texts to pupils on a regular basis

· Continue to provide a stimulating reading area/corner with a variety of texts that are changed on a regular basis

· Highlight common links with writing and listening and talking  strands

· Reinforce the different purposes for reading e.g. for 

       enjoyment, information, instructions, fun

· Use ‘big’ book lessons on a weekly basis to model and discuss texts e.g. sequence, characters, settings, pictures, author’s use of language and highlight aspects of assessment criteria (see advice on ‘big’ book lessons in support material)

· Use before, during and after reading processes when using ‘big’ books for teaching purposes to highlight aspects in assessment criteria (see before, during and after advice in support material)

· Ensure that pupils complete the processes of before, during and after reading activities in groups or as individuals (not simply complete worksheets as follow up – see 26 ideas other than a worksheet)

· Teach how the effect of bold, italic lettering, question marks and exclamation marks changes the reader’s form of expression and that the writer uses them for reason

· Provide opportunities for pupils/trios to discuss and identify by highlighting/underlining specific aspects e.g. main ideas/events, characters, features etc, - this could be recorded on Text Detective Boards(TDB)or non-fiction record sheet (see advice on TDB in support material)

· Provide regular opportunities for pupils to:

· retell stories in own words

· retell  in correct sequence

· talk about characters feelings, experiences

· talk about own experiences, feelings

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read/watch stories in a variety of media e.g. talking stories, audio tapes, TV 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to respond to texts using a variety of media e.g. puppetry, through Expressive Arts, retelling events on audio/video tape

· Ask pupils to complete simple written reviews on texts read (this could be completed using an electronic worksheet)

· Provide parents with guidance on sharing texts at home e.g. questions to ask, aspects of texts and features to draw pupils attention to, possible follow up activities
