Discuss/tell briefly and confidently about the main aspects of the text e.g. time, characters, story setting, place, atmosphere

Understand, recognise and identify relationships, personality, emotions

Reflect how the structure of the story affects the outcome

Discuss/identify supporting ideas

Begin to work independently in groups/trios

Discuss/tell briefly and confidently about conflict, reasons, thoughts and feelings

Review a text read in an oral/written form
	· Make links with appropriate writing, listening and talking strands

· Continue to reinforce the different purposes for reading e.g. for enjoyment, information, instructions, fun

· Continue to read a range of texts to pupils on a regular basis including poetry

· Continue to cultivate interest and motivation in reading both enjoyment and information

· Provide more challenging fiction and non-fiction texts to develop confidence

· Collate ‘good’ examples of aspects of texts and use as models for reading e.g. pupils writing, extracts from books etc.

· Continue to use ‘big’ book lessons with whole class/groups to model and highlight main aspects of the text identified in the assessment criteria 

· Model and teach skimming and scanning techniques and support pupils:

· to read for key words and phrases that enable them to identify main ideas

· verify and justify decisions they have reached from reading text

· Continue to use the processes of before, during and after in ‘big’ book lessons in trio/group/individual reading activities (see 26 ideas other than a worksheet)

· Provide increasing opportunities for pupils to interrogate texts more independently and note findings on TDB/notepads

· Use appropriate questioning to help pupils interrogate texts in greater depth: 

-       make predictions

· to make inferences

· to recognise supporting ideas

· identify relationships, personality, emotions

· identify thoughts and feelings of characters

· decide on conclusions to provide  evidence to justify findings

· Discuss use of language used by authors – how adjectives, adverbs, verbs, phrases are used to draw the reader’s interest (link to writing activities) 

· Through the genre of poetry discuss the use and effect of rhythm, rhyme, similes, metaphors, alliteration in conveying the author’s message/thoughts

· Explain the term ‘conflict’ and demonstrate/ model examples of how this is depicted within texts

· Continue to provide opportunities for pupils to share opinions about the texts they have read both at home and in school

· Provide opportunities for pupils to give oral reviews on texts read to others (could be recorded) 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to respond to texts using a variety of media e.g. through Expressive Arts

· Ask pupils to complete more detailed written reviews on texts read using guidelines to support responses (see support material)

· Ask pupils to draw up lists of recommended books for others to read – this could be supported by written/ recorded reviews written by the pupils

· Build in silent reading time/reading for enjoyment (ERIC time) into weekly timetable

· Continue to provide parents with guidance on sharing texts at home e.g. questions to ask, aspects of texts and features to draw pupils attention to, possible follow up activities
