 Reading to reflect on writer’s ideas and craft – Level D

Attainment targets: Read a variety of texts, and in discussion and writing show that they understand the gist of the text, its main ideas and/or feelings, and can obtain particular information; and comment on the simpler aspects of the writer’s craft.

	· Make links with appropriate writing, listening and talking strands

· Reinforce the different purposes and audiences for reading 

· Continue to read a wide range of texts to pupils on a regular basis including poetry 

· Provide a variety of reading texts for pupils to read

· Build in silent reading time/reading for enjoyment (ERIC time) into weekly timetable

· Continue to use ‘big’ book lessons with whole class/groups to model and highlight main aspects of the text identified in the assessment criteria (link to writing activities)

· Continue to use the processes of before, during and after reading activities (see support materials) for class/trio/individual tasks

· Provide increasing opportunities for pupils to interrogate texts more independently e.g. in groups/trios/pairs/individually and note findings on TDB/non-fiction record sheets

· Continue to teach the skills of skimming and scanning:

· studying the back cover of a book for information about plot/characters

· reading first sentence from chapter to predict what might follow

· making notes and summarise text

· reading a paragraph/page and find key words and sentences and clues about characters

· reading a chapter and making inferences from information ascertained

· Highlight the following areas during class/group lessons:

-       How an author uses punctuation marks for emphasis, 

        expression, effect, altering meaning

· How plot is illustrated through action, conflict or dilemmas

· Challenge pupils to justify their opinions by referring to 

the text and selecting words/phrases to support these

· Ask pupils to visualise why the author selected 

        particular words and whether they work

· Ask pupils to suggest alternative words

· Ask pupils to discuss the mood and atmosphere and setting of the story, picking out key words and phrases and justifying author’s choice of these

· Read/discuss a book of short stories by the same author and compare style of writing, type of characters, writer’s treatment of themes - ask pupils to provide evidence for responses

· Read/discuss texts/extracts of texts with a common theme by different authors, make comparisons and show preference – ask pupils to justify their choices

· Continue to provide opportunities for pupils to share opinions about the texts they have read both at home and in school – this could be preparing an oral review or writing a review

· Provide pupils with questions/activities to share with parents at home to help in interrogating aspects of texts

· Ask pupils to write reviews on specific aspects of how an author deals with a text e.g. setting and atmosphere; plot/action/conflict/bias; characters; ending etc.

· Ask pupils to complete a detailed written/electronic review/summary on texts read using guidelines to support responses (see support material)

· Ask pupils to draw up lists of recommended books for others to read – this could be supported by written/ recorded reviews written by the pupils

· After a weeks reading ask pupils to identify effective phrases, openings, descriptive clauses that best exhibits the writer’s craft and display on reading/writing wall or put in ‘Good Ideas’ book

· Ask pupils to read examples of their own writing that includes specific aspects of texts
