 Reading to reflect on writer’s ideas and craft – Level E

Attainment targets: Read independently, skim and scan to locate main points of a text; make predictions, identify subsidiary ideas; comment briefly on the opinions and attitudes of the writer; describe, with some direction, the simpler aspects of style and it’s intended audience.

Recognise the impact of specific words and phrases on the tone, message, mood and point of view of the text e.g. dialogue to create effects, moods or atmosphere

Draw/discuss analogies between selected texts and personal feelings/opinions

Discuss an author’s audience and purpose

Begin to compare writer’s styles and purposes

Compare an author’s point of view with their own 

Give detailed responses to texts


	· Make links with appropriate writing, listening and talking strands

· Continue to use ‘big’ book lessons to model aspects of writer’s craft and highlight aspects of the text identified in the assessment criteria

· Continue to use before, during and after processes when undergoing reading with class/ groups/trios/individuals

· Provide increasing opportunities for pupils to interrogate texts independently and record findings on TDB/record sheets

· Continue to reinforce the skills of skimming and scanning (see level D suggestions)

· Continue to build in silent reading time/reading for enjoyment (ERIC time) into weekly timetable

· Use more interpretive and evaluative questions to help pupils interrogate texts in greater depth:

· writer’s style and purpose

· subsidiary ideas

· making evaluations

· tone and mood 

· dialogue

· inter relationships

· flashbacks as a method of setting the scene

· intentional/unintentional bias and points of view

· accuracy

· plot, dilemmas and action conflicts

· project different outcomes

· Ask class/groups to reflect on texts they have read and draw analogies on their own ideas, feelings and opinions – could be a class/ group debate or Circle activity 

· Read/discuss texts/extracts of texts with a common theme by different authors and discuss their target audience and purposes for writing – are they the same?

· Use a selected text to discuss author’s use of language and ask pupils if they can suggest appropriate alternatives with clear justification of choices

· Provide opportunities for pupils to compare and contrast authors’ styles over a wide range of genre

· Discuss the term  ‘persuasive writing’ with pupils and how author’s use language to get their ideas/views across – illustrate examples e.g. letter of complaint, leaflets, newspaper reports, magazine articles

· Include reading newspaper articles e.g. 2 broad sheets and discuss possible bias – provides opportunities to discuss intentional/unintentional bias, reflection of own personal ideas, feelings and opinions

· Ask pupils to send away for leaflets on 2 opposing viewpoints e.g. on fox hunting – compare the language and decide what point of view is and discuss these (could be followed up by class/group debate)

· Ask pupils to write a review comparing an author’s view of a text with own ideas, feelings and opinions

· Ask pupils to complete a detailed written review/summary on texts read using guidelines to support responses (see support material)

· Continue to provide opportunities for pupils to share opinions about the texts they have read both at home and in school – this could be preparing an oral review or writing a review
