	Continue to develop phonological skills : rhythm and rhyme, alliteration, syllable, segmentation, onset and rhyme, analogy, phonemes

Read  a range of vocabulary from common words, core readers and specific classroom language

Read  with increasing confidence to parents/adults at home 

Understand the purposes of reading i.e. for information and enjoyment

Make connection between spoken word, printed word and story


	· Ensure that pupils have acquired the necessary pre-requisite skills before embarking on a formal reading programme (see  Highland Council ‘Programme of study – Early Years  document and pre-school profiles) 

· Create a secure and comfortable atmosphere to  enhance motivation and enjoyment

· Be a model by reading aloud  - read a poem/rhyme/story etc. on a daily basis

· Involve Classroom Assistants in supporting reading activities

· Build in praise and opportunities for rewarding a positive attitude to reading e .g. stickers, certificates, Star Reader 

· Make links with writing and talking and reading strands

· Set up stimulating and attractive reading area with a variety of  texts both fiction and non-fiction

· Illustrate and explain the purposes of reading e.g. finding information, for enjoyment etc.

· Provide a variety of audiences for reading aloud e.g. to a friend, parent, buddy etc.

· Continue to involve the pupils in fun activities including

· Rhyming and alliterative activities

· Oral games 

· Assess pupils phonological awareness skills before embarking on a formal phonics programme

· Follow agreed phonological programme  e.g. Jolly Phonics, Letterland, Rhyme and Analogy 

· Employ a variety of strategies for reading aloud:

· alternative reading with the pupil

· varying length of text e.g. sentence, page

· random choice of next reader

· setting up paired/buddy  reading schemes

· reading in trios

· taping pupils reading aloud

· Introduce core character words and vocabulary from reading scheme and provide regular practice of these:

        -      reading to teacher/C.A./SfLA/parent/buddy

· playing reading scheme games e.g pairs, pelmanism 

· phonics activities/games

· making up short sentences using words

· using reading scheme and other appropriate software

· Provide reading aloud opportunities in groups/trios/with partners for pupils to:

· link their reading experiences to their own personal experience and thereby make sense of the text

· recognise relationship in the text e.g. mother, father, brother etc

· show understanding of the main idea   

· sequence events

· anticipate what might happen next 

· Provide regular opportunities for pupils to read key words and phrases from reading/writing wall, maths wall etc.

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read familiar texts onto tape for assessment purposes 

· Provide guidance/advice to parents on how to assist pupils with reading at home e.g. parents’ workshops, written advice

· Encourage  parents to read to pupils and hear pupils read to them

· Provide parents with a bank of key words/games to consolidate classroom learning

· Encourage regular/daily reading practise between parent and child to consolidate teaching and promote reading for enjoyment

· Involve parents with a variety of home/school links e.g. 

        story sacks with books/puppets/ games etc; Science   

         sacks; Book Clubs; Book Fairs

· Display a range of captions/labels/instructions etc. around the classroom and regularly ask pupils to read them aloud 

· Employ early writing strategies e.g. pupils reading aloud their story plan and stories

· Support pupils in reading favourite stories, rhymes, poems etc. to partners/trios/group

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read texts from computer, TV etc. e.g. stories, songs, rhymes, poems etc. 

· Use ‘big’ books/shared texts to:

· encourage pupils  to predict what the book may be about to anticipate the context

· provide an opportunity for identification and recognition of new and difficult key words to assist fluency

· emphasis the effect of punctuation on expression and fluency

· Provide opportunities for pupils to listen to and read  along with texts from a variety of media e.g. audio, video, talking stories etc.
