	· Concentrate on fluency, expression, clarity, audience awareness and comprehension

· Encourage positive attitude to reading literature

· Continue to create a secure and comfortable atmosphere to  enhance motivation and enjoyment

· Continue to be a model by regularly reading aloud  a variety of texts

· Continue to use ‘big’  book whole class lessons to model reading aloud 

· Continue to highlight the purposes and audiences for reading aloud

· Build in praise and opportunities for rewarding a positive attitude to reading e .g. stickers, certificates, Star Reader 

· Continue to encourage  parents to read to pupils and hear pupils read to them

· Continue to make links with writing and talking and listening strands

· Set up stimulating and attractive reading area with a variety of  texts both fiction and non-fiction

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read extracts from a variety of curricular texts to understand and share information e.g. maths, topic work etc.

· Continue to use a structured reading scheme to provide a progressive approach to reading

· Continue to use a progressive phonics programme

· Teach onset and rime strategies for word recognition

· Teach word attack skills :

· sound out beginnings, middles and endings of words

· recognise sound blends

· use a picture

· break words into syllables

· read on/read back

· have an informed guess

· look for a known  pattern within a word 

· Provide opportunities for pupils to record their reading on tape for self/peer assessment – support pupils in identifying how fluency aids the conveying of meaning

· Draw attention to stress, pauses, emphasis and illustrate their effect on fluency and expression

· Draw attention to textual clues e.g. bold/italic type, punctuation marks and illustrate effect on fluency and expression

· Provide opportunities for paired reading with a buddy/peer to encourage fluency and expression

· Provide a variety of purposes for reading aloud e.g.:

· reading a variety of genre for enjoyment

· for gathering/sharing  information -instructions, poster, directions, leaflets etc.

· reading an extract from a book/novel for a specific purpose e.g. creative writing

· share writing ideas with others – in trios/class

· reading instructions/directions etc. in order to solve problems

· as a narrator/character in drama productions

· Provide  opportunities for reading aloud on a regular basis to an increasing audience:

· teacher/other adults

· peers/buddies/younger pupils

· whole school 

· local community

· Provide opportunities for readings to be recorded e.g. class assemblies, whole school performances and plays – this could be used to celebrate performance and identify areas for improvement
