To read aloud with confidence in a variety of contexts and for a variety of purposes
	· Continue to concentrate on fluency, expression, clarity, audience awareness and comprehension

· Continue to encourage positive attitude to reading literature

· Continue to be a model by reading aloud  - read a variety of texts on a regular basis e.g. ‘big’ books, class novels

· Continue to highlight the purposes and audiences for reading aloud

· Build in praise and opportunities for rewarding a positive attitude to reading 

· Continue to make links with writing and talking and listening strands

· Set up stimulating and attractive reading area with a variety of  texts both fiction and non-fiction

· Continue to provide a variety of audiences for reading aloud

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read familiar/prepared texts at home or to class/groups in school

· Teach pupils how to gain an overview of an unfamiliar text by skimming and  scanning:  

· allow time for pupils to read text silently  before being   asked to  read aloud (max. of 10 mins.)

· encourage pupils to use known word attack skills to decode unknown words

· set  priming questions before asking pupils to read aloud – may help pupils to express understanding- e.g. What does the character feel?  What is the atmosphere like?

· encourage pupils to read ahead and no longer focus on individual words- see them as phrases to aid fluency and comprehension 

· Provide opportunities for fluent readers to act as model readers/buddies/ tutors for less fluent readers

· Provide opportunities for pupils to listen to and read along with audio/video recordings and appropriate interactive CD Roms

· Provide opportunities for pupils to read aloud for self/peer assessment of expression, intonation and fluency – suggested key questions:

· What do I sound like?

· Was I too loud/quiet?

· Did I vary the rhythm of my voice?

· Was I too slow/fast?

· Were you able to follow what I was reading?

· How can I improve my reading?

· What targets can I set to improve my reading?

· Continue to provide a variety of contexts for reading aloud across all curricular areas e.g.  to share information and interests,  follow instructions,  solve problems 

· Provide  a variety of purposes and audiences across the curriculum for pupils to read aloud e.g:

· reading notes taken down in  trio/group work

· reading information  from a website

· reading  a group report on an activity to class

· reading a book  review to another class

· reading for performance e.g. play, assembly, concert

· reading/sharing writing with others
