	· Continue to concentrate on encourage positive attitude to reading literature

· Continue to be a model by reading aloud  - read a variety of texts on a regular basis e.g. ‘big’ books, class novels

· Continue to make links with writing and talking and listening strands

· Provide opportunities for pupils to be reading buddies/tutors in paired reading

· Continue to provide a variety of purposes and audiences across the curriculum for pupils to read aloud e.g. in writing activities, reading for information in trios, for performance etc.

· Allow pupils time (10mins) to skim and scan for information and to gain an overview of  unfamiliar text

· Reinforce word attack strategies and use of dictionaries/thesaurus to look up unfamiliar words for meaning and pronunciation

· Organise opportunities for pupils to develop audience awareness e.g.

· Performing dramatic roles in plays or school concerts from script and memory

· Experiencing reading cues/prompts

· Reciting poetry at an assembly, festival, Mod

· Performing in a public setting

· Entertaining in the Community

· Continue to provide opportunities for pupils to peer/self assess reading aloud (see questions at level C)
