The pupils will be able to:

Work in mixed ability trios to

· Find, select, compare, collate information

· Select, collate and record  main ideas about the subject  in note form

· Use notes to write and give details on a subject in their own words

· Work the Dewey Subject Index/School based library system to aid selection of texts and books, understand how information is organised, displayed and recorded; also locate and return non fiction books (supervised by teacher/CA/LSA)

· Use newspapers and websites to seek out and find specific information

· Identify a range of facts building towards conclusions

· Arrange events in chronological order

· Identify a few obvious features of form – dictionary, thesaurus, atlas, etc.

· Carry out and understand the purpose of the various roles of reporter, recorder and checker within the trio.

· Use and handle key features of books

    -  title, author, spine of book

               - illustrator, illustrations, photographs, diagrams

        - contents, glossary, index

        - chapter headings

· Articulate differences between fiction/non fiction

· Identify and record Prior Knowledge,  Key Questions

· Make notes to assist summary – use level C record sheet
· Summarise information using own words
· Report back on behalf of trio to whole class.
