READING GLOSSARY

Before, during and after reading activities  -  These are the processes that teachers and pupils should go through when undertaking reading tasks. These activities can be used during ‘big’ book lessons with the teacher and also by pupils independently or in reading groups. (see support material for further advice) 
Big books/enlarged texts – Big books are examples of enlarged texts that are shared with the pupils. They can be used as models for highlighting features such as punctuation, structure and features of different genre.  They can also illustrate models of how an author conveys plot, characters, conflict etc. in fiction, model types of poetry and the different structures of  non-fiction texts e.g reports, news articles etc. They can be used as a whole class or group focus for learning and teaching and teachers can prepare follow up activities based on content of the texts. Big books can highlight the links between listening and talking, reading and writing.

Teachers can also enlarge examples of other types of texts and laminate to illustrate as models for learning and teaching.

Bright/Good  Ideas book- extracts from texts, examples of pupils writing that may include favourite words, fantastic phrases, stunning sentences, amazing alliterations, brilliant beginnings etc that can be used by pupils and teachers as ‘good’ models of writing.
National Assessments – A bank of AAP assessment material for reading that can be downloaded from a designated web site and can be used by teachers to confirm achievement of 5-14 levels. Further details are on website: http://www.ltscotland.org.uk/assess/  

Non-fiction record sheets – These are sheets from levels A – D/E that are used by the pupils in trios/groups/independently to record findings when reading for information from non-fiction texts. ( see support material for further advice)

North Lanark Writing – A programme for writing that is recommended by Highland Council. There are many opportunities to link writing and reading activities e. g. when looking at different types of genre, asking pupils to read their writing and asking pupils to write about texts.
Note- taking- An important skill that needs to be taught from level B. (see support guidance on note taking at  levels B -E and examples of non-fiction record sheets)

Paired reading/reading buddies - Schools often use other pupils and adults to support readers within a school. Older pupils can read with younger ones, less able pupils can read with more able ones and adults can read to pupils at school and at home.  In order to support both the tutor and the tutee it is helpful to have some questions for guidance before, during and after reading. There is support material on paired reading on the website. Tutors can   select questions from the before, during and after sections to use with the tutee – not all questions would be used.
Reading and writing wall- This is an area where word banks/phrases can be displayed and accessed by the pupils to support reading and writing.

Text Detective Board(TDB)- This is a laminated board/sheet that can be used in reading by pupils independently, in groups or trios to think, reflect and state why they liked the text and then share ideas with peers. (see North Lanark support materials)

Trios – Small groups of pupils organised by the teacher for reading activities. These should be mixed ability groups.  One pupil should be the recorder, one the checker and one the reporter. Teachers can arrange pupils into trios during ‘big’ book lessons and ask them to complete tasks  before, during and after reading. Trios can also be used for follow up reading activities where pupils independently e.g.  read for information from a text.  Trios can use the Text Detective Boards for recording fiction and  non-fiction record sheets to record their findings when reading for information. These groupings can also be used in writing activities and in other curriculum areas for investigations, problem solving and research.
