· Remind the pupils of the expectation of high standards of presentation in all their work 

· Provide regular opportunities to use word processing to write and publish own texts (refer to ICT programme of study for appropriate skills in creating and presenting)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to edit hand writing and presentation during conferencing sessions

· Make available examples/formats of specific genre to illustrate different layouts including electronic versions/templates

· Make links with North Lanark Writing formats and layout
· Discuss  features of the layout of different types of genre e.g. headings, headline, bold and italic script
· Point out the positive effects of careful and imaginative layout and presentation – discuss ‘purpose’ and ‘audience
