	· Set writing within real contexts and use  cross-curricular  themes for writing e.g. personal recount, view on an Health issue, imaginative story based on the Jacobites , letter of thanks 

· Reinforce the links between reading, writing and talking and listening by having weekly ‘big’ book lessons where knowledge about language, punctuation and structure etc. can be discussed, highlighted and modelled

· Give all pupils opportunities to use ICT in all processes of writing (see Highland Council ICT  programme of  study for creating and presenting skills level C)
· Use the following procedures for the processes/stages of writing

Preparing to write (Think  Model  Talk Plan)

· introduce the task – discuss who will be the audience and what is the purpose of the writing  task

· share core and writing targets with pupils and display on teaching board

· read/tell  a story/text illustrating targets who-what-why-when (if dialogue or poem provide model) (regular big book class lessons may additionally support focus on targets)

· particularly discuss the why target  

·  discuss the story/poem/dialogue etc with the pupils to elicit/share  ideas and thoughts and draw on pupils experiences

· highlight/discuss aspects of punctuation, grammar or spelling that need to be focused on (regular big book class lessons will model chosen aspects)

· emphasise the importance of sequence and expressing  feelings 

· encourage reluctant talkers to take part 

· write up pupils’ suggestions under the above headings/targets on board and/or model a plan

· provide pupils with pre-prepared planning sheets either on paper or electronically or planning ‘strips’

· ask pupils to write their plan

· if required ask pupils to add to and improve plans

· get pupils to present their plan to trio/partner and select pupils to read out their plans

· work and assist pupils who particularly need support with planning and vocabulary (could use a group story planning board) 

The Writing Process (Think  Write  Review)

· ask the pupils to use their plans to support their writing task

· provide opportunities for pupils to use Textease/Word/Clicker 4 in writing process

· circulate during writing session to provide direct feedback for improvement and point out/highlight areas of success

· reinforce the core targets as well as the writing targets

Conferencing & Improving

(Think  Talk about  Check  Improve)

· get pupils to read, check and improve their own writing using checklists/targets

· ask pupils to read, check and improve pieces of writing in trios/pairs

· conference with pupils and provide feedback

Proof reading & Publishing (Edit   Presentation)

(Publish a few selected pieces over the session)
· ask pupils to improve/check handwriting, spelling, punctuation and grammar

· discuss use of spell/grammar checkers both independent and on PC

· get pupils to collaboratively set 2 or 3 targets as next steps for the next lesson

· celebrate success and award ‘Star writers’

· display written work (ensure that all pupils have an opportunity to have their work displayed at some time – e.g. enlarged to big book text, decorated, laminated and placed in library.. can be later used as model…classes can swap these ‘library books’ over.)

· give pupils a mock assessment 3 times a session and assess these  pieces  formally against 5-14 national assessment  criteria.  These should be graded and kept in the child’s writing assessment folio which should follow the child from P1-P7.

· talk with the pupils about successes and next steps and together set writing targets for the next period.
(To achieve level C pupils should be able to write a story of  150  or more words, as recommended by HMI.)
