· Continue to highlight terms during ‘big’ book lessons/while sharing texts with pupils

· Ask  pupils to include and discuss terms during writing and reading activities

· Highlight terms masculine, feminine, singular, plural and tense  and  above terms when examining the relationships of words and meanings within sentences in English and other languages e.g. during French/Gaelic lessons

· Highlight terms during ‘big’ book lessons/while sharing texts with pupils

· Discuss ‘rules’ for making words plural and display rules
· Ask  pupils to complete exercises on highlighted terms using commercially produced/teacher prepared materials/electronic worksheets
· Encourage pupils to use ‘tense’ consistently when writing
· Use the terms vowel and consonant in talking about the spelling of words

· Discuss and highlight the terms in pupils writing particularly during North Lanark planning and conferencing in writing activities

· Encourage the pupils to highlight /categorise  examples of these in their own/peers’ writing and in reading activities
· Ask the pupils to build up ‘banks’ of nouns, adjectives, adverbs, phrases etc and add to reading and writing wall

· Introduce the ‘spelling and grammar’ function on Textease/Word and discuss how the facility can aid writers – discuss limitations
